One half of the assets 
divided among living 

maternal grandparents
and one half to surviving 
paternal grandparents.

One half to the maternal 
grandparents, if surviving, 

or their heirs and one
half to the paternal 

grandparents, if surviving, 
or their heirs.

Do the deceased 
grandparents have 

children, grandchildren, or 
great-grandchildren?

Did the decedents have
aunts and uncles?
